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Writing credits

Tweenies:

8 x 20 minute programme scripts including original lyrics to songs pertinent to each story line. 50% of these scripts were accepted on first draft. 

I also ‘brought to life’ Polly, Max’s older sister who had previously only been mentioned in passing. Two of my scripts featured her, developing her character and relationship with the other Tweenies.

Safety Interstitials:

11 x 5 minute programme scripts using the Tweenie characters and programme style to convey to the target age group some basic but important information on personal safety (crossing the road, using scissors, being by water etc.), in an accessible yet entertaining format. 

Fimbles:

2 x 20 minute programme scripts written from the starting point of an object being found by one of the characters to initiate narrative. Original song and adaptation of a familiar rhyme were also included.

Fun Song Factory:

2 x 10 minute programme scripts produced, the basis of which were well known children’s action songs linked together by a short but entertaining story line. The main idea was to encourage a small live audience and the larger home audience of children to learn and participate in the singing of these songs.

Ideas in development:

I have several ideas that I am constantly mulling over. 

They include: A couple of children’s stories, possibly in verse form. A TV drama series involving music, for early to mid teenage children. A TV comedy/drama series for adults and a pantomime with some original songs for my local amateur group. 
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
